Why I keep going on the Board…

Basically, I think Southlands is a fabulous facility (never
perfect), but sometimes people think the grass is greener
elsewhere and I don’t think this is true.

I also like the fact that the grounds are continually
upgraded.

I don’t think there is anywhere else where you can
choose from two covered rings, five outdoor rings (sand
mix and hogsfuel choices), a track, and a seasonal cross
country area. We also offer an excellent selection of
instructors in all major (English) diciplines, to meet the
needs of all levels of riders. Finally, we host major shows
and lots of schooling events and clinics at the facility.
The area offers a lovely source of stabling, many of
which have had major upgrades in the last five or so
years.  Most horses seem happy with the interaction of
other horses and their people!

We do have riders of all different experience levels, which
sometimes results in miscommunication and frustration.
I think everyone needs to remember we are always
learning, and should offer assistance, instead of anger,
when someone does something that a member feels is
dangerous or inconsiderate. This reminder is meant for
me, too ;-)

To a certain extent, we can’t offer a dedicated, high
level single discipline training area to all people. But, I
believe, we can certainly accommodate elite riders and I

also think the exposure to different riding styles and
activity levels, makes us very good horse people. Plus, a
horse that is good in Southlands tends to be good
everywhere, which is a strong sales pitch if you have a
horse for sale and a good start for “away” shows!

So, those are my reasons, and probably reflective of the
others on the board, who generously offer their time and
input, for which I thank them.

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MANAGER’S REPORT
Another year has flown by and we are well underway to
planning events for 2011.

We have had a change in our staffing compliment this
year with Heather Embury of our grounds staff starting
her own business. We wish Heather all the best in her
future endeavours. We were fortunate to bring onto our
team Logan Wilkins as part of our grounds staff.  Logan
brings a wealth of facility maintenance with him and is
enjoying the Southlands facility to work at.

The Board and management had distributed a general
membership survey to the membership earlier last year
and the feedback was very positive.  The information
collected has been used in several areas throughout the
club use, facilities use and general outlook.

We would like to remind members that whenever you
end up parting company from your horses intentional or
not that an incident report be submitted to the office.
These records are kept private and on file in the office.

There have been a few changes in the clubhouse, we
have purchased a snack vending machine as the IOU
system just did not work out.

We are very pleased to see the BCHJA Fall Finale coming
back to Southlands September 2011.  We are still waiting
on word from Dressage Canada about our application to
host the Canadian Dressage Team Head to Head Selection
Trials for the 2011 Pan American Games.

We would like to thank all the members for their continual
support of the staff of SRC. Remember we can be
contacted by phone, email or just stopping by.

MEMBERSHIP REPORT
Compared to the previous year’s membership we have
seen a decline of members by a total of 39 members.
The club membership for the year November 1, 2009 to
October 31, 2010 has a total of 384 members. Our three
largest categories are Seniors,  Intermediates, and Leasers
in that order. Our biggest decrease is in the Intermediate
(down 18) then Seniors (down 13) followed by Leasing

(down 3). On a positive note, the  Junior  category  is
(up 4) and Students (up 2). Perhaps we will start to see
a healthy growth starting from the Juniors up as the
demography is shifting.

We feel the overall membership decline is due to the poor
economic climate that has persisted from 2009 through
to 2010. Another factor is the growing prohibitive cost
of owning and boarding a horse in Southlands.  Other
normal factors include moving away, leaving for
university, or leaving the sport altogether. Despite this,
we continue to strive to keep the membership satisfied
by maintaining the quality of the facility, providing
opportunities requested by members, and keeping the
costs of the annual membership at a minimum.

I would like to bring to your attention that there are
proposed changes to the BC Society Act coming in 2011/
2012. This change will affect the voting age for some of
our Intermediate members. Instead of voting at 16, the
voting age will be changed to 18.

One way to boost our membership dues, is controlling
the riders who use the club without paying their way.
Often they are ex-members, and they ride assuming we
think they have rejoined. We need all of you to be vigilant
by tipping the office, anonymously if you wish, those
you see riding at the club illegally. There are lists at both
entrances and in the clubhouse of those who have not
renewed. Even if they be your friends, remember they
are using your facility  for free and by not paying their
way, they are making it more expensive for you, the
club member. Violaters will be charged the daily drop in
fee. Remember, the more riders we have contributing to
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the membership fees, the more we keep our costs down.
Help increase our membership and make sure that all
who use the club, use it legally.

The strength of the club is soley dependant on the strength
of its membership. I am open to striking a committee of
interested persons to help with a membership drive. The
more members we have, the more we can offer and
save you.

LONG RANGE PLANNING
After many years of Jane Remocker heading up the LRPC
and doing an amazing job, the board had a difficult time
finding someone to step into her shoes. The end result
was that the committee is now made up of many
interested people with varying backgrounds all hoping to
help the club and the community stay as viable as possible.
The new committee includes board members Johanna
Hastings, Patrick GH, Debbie Bailey, and myself,
members of the club Margot Vilvang, and members of
the community Carolyn Morrison, and Craig Rowland.

We have had a few small meetings where we have
outlined our general plan, and areas of concern for the
next few years, and in the next month or so plan to have
a meeting of the whole committee to really get started on
what needs doing – most importantly a rolling five year
plan leading up to 2030 when the lease expires.

The Riding Club Board was approached by the current
Foundation Board, which consists of Jane Remocker,
Susan Mook, and Jill Leversage, to make a decision as
to whether we wanted them to continue running the
Foundation, even though it is unable to fulfill it’s original
purpose which was to be a vehicle for donations to the
riding club, or whether we wanted to end it due to the
fact that it is a lot of work for no results. The board
decided that rather than ending the Foundation
completely, which would result in us loosing our charitable
tax number, we would continue the Foundation but would
elect a new board at the Foundations next AGM so as to
allow Jane, Susan, and Jill a much needed break from all
the hard work they have put into the Foundation over
the years. We made this decision in the hopes that we
can somehow use the charitable tax number in

conjunction with country fair. The charitable tax number
is not transferable to the Riding Club, which means for it
to be valid only the Foundation can use it.

This coming year the Long Range Planning Committee
hopes to look into the possibility of using the charitable
tax number for sponsors donating to country fair, as
well as developing our rolling five year plan with the
new LRPC.

COUNTRY FAIR REPORT
This year’s fair was very successful for community sprit.
Although the weather was dreadful, we still had approx
3000 people come out, all of whom had a wonderful
time – I overheard one small child tell his mother while
jumping in one of our numerous puddles that “this is the
best place on earth!”

Unfortunately the financials weren’t quite as successful.
This was due in part to lower attendance than sunny
years, lower donations at the gates, as well as a drastic
decrease in the amount of sponsorship money we were
able to procure this year. All due no doubt to the slow
economy.

The fair had a gross income of $29,909.44
Expenses $28,996.87 (includes wages)
For a profit of $912.57

When I have told people these disappointing numbers
(especially after last year’s huge success) people have
asked if it is worth continuing the fair if it is going to
make so little – the answer is a resounding YES. It is
important to remember that the main purpose of the fair
is not to make money but to raise the awareness of the
club and southlands, so that down the road as we face
opposition from the city and neighbours that might want
to change the face of southlands we can show that we
are more than a private, elitist club – we are open to the
public, we host a hugely popular fair that teaches city
kids about country life, and we give back to disadvantaged
children every year with the SRCP.

As long as Country Fair doesn’t lose the club money it is
the club’s most valuable tool in guaranteeing its long term
viability.

However, we would of course like to make money for
the club, so some things we will be changing for next
year are

1. we have already started an aggressive sponsorship
campaign which includes finding a presenting sponsor

2. continuing the silent auction on the fair day and
raising its profile

3. planning for rain and being pleasantly surprised by
sun – this means eliminating some expenses – e.g. the
number of day sheets we print,

4. there was talk of moving the date back a week to
allow Spruce to finish but we have decided to keep the
date we usually have, as like the saints fair, people know
when we are and plan accordingly

Despite the rain we still had some huge success, most
notably, the revamped hoe down which was a much less
formal affair than past years and was successful way
beyond our expectations – thank you to Nikki Marshall
and Mark who put it together

And as always I want to thank Debbie, Donna, Katy,
Dave Winter, and Heather.
