Show season starts at SRC this month with the first of our
Dogwood Dressage series on April 24. These Bronze shows
take place each month, with the series continuing on May
29, June 26 and July 24.

Our first major show of the 2011 event season is the
Southlands Spring Dressage Show. The competition runs
Friday, Saturday and Sunday, May 6-8. As per Equine
Canada rules for Gold level shows, during the competition
hours only riders entered in the competition may ride in
the competition area.

Once the show has ended each day (at approximately 5:00
p.m.) members are able to ride in the warm up rings
(McCleery and the Indoor) or around the track.
