Southlands Riding Club has been providing a home for equestrian sport and recreation in the City of  Vancouver
since 1943. Located at the heart of  the city’s equestrian community, the Club is a non-profit society that serves
riders and horse lovers of all ages and interests — from grass roots to Grand Prix. We are also home to groups
that cater to youth, riders with special needs, and recreational trail riders. The Club encourages volunteer
participation to keep our membership dues affordable, and welcomes visitors at our many public events.

Our clubhouse and riding facilities are frequently used by community groups such as Pacific Riding for Developing
Abilities, Vancouver Pony Club, the Southlands Ratepayers Association and the Southlands/UEL Trail Riders.

A volunteer Board of Dir ectors elected by the membership, guides the society’s operations, and the facility’s day
to day functions are overseen by an on-site Manager and staff.

Visitor s to Southlands
Southlands Riding Club welcomes over 10,000 members of the local community to our facility each year. In
addition to our year-round riding members and guests, visitors to Southlands include competitors at our shows
and local residents who come to watch and participate in our annual events. Most of  our Club members live in
Vancouver (85%), with the majority residing on the West Side. The remainder come from North and West Vancouver
(8%), Burnaby/Ric hmond/Delta (3.5%) and elsewhere in the Lower Mainland region.

 Events

Each year, the Club presents a full schedule of schooling shows, clinics, educational seminars and major competitions.
Participants come from throughout British Columbia, Alberta and Washington State. Spectators are always encouraged.

Our major events each year include:

Southlands Spring Dressage (May) – This National Level Dressage competition is a popular event

that kicks off  the local dressage season. Approximately 100 competitors – professional trainers, adult amateurs and elite
juniors – are at the Club for three days of competition.

Dogwood Dressage Series – Is a summer series of Provincial Circuit dressage shows, aimed at

riders and horses new to dressage competition. Participants tend to consist of local Southlands riders and other Lower
Mainland residents. Each one-day show attracts approximately 50 entries and the series is very popular with competitors
with the shows filling to capacity.

Southlands Summer Classic (July) – Our major Hunter/J umper show of  the year, features Show

Jumping and Derby competitions on the Grand Prix field. This show is continually filled to capacity with almost 250
entries coming to Southlands for four days of competition. The Summer Classic is a Provincial Circuit show, popular
with riders for its friendly atmosphere and wide selection of classes for junior and amateur riders. The excitement and
entertainment of the most popular events – the Derbies and the Costume Classes – draw crowds of 500-700 spectators.

British Columbia Dr essage Championships (September) – This three-day Provincial

Championship competition features specialty classes with spectator appeal: musical freestyle performances, including
“team”  performances choreographed for two or four riders, and an entertaining costume class. The championship format
attracts around 130 of the area’s top professional and amateur riders.

Southlands Country Fair (September) – A day of  Horse and Country entertainment, hands-on

activities and community spirit,  where we open our doors to the City of Vancouver and share the unique features of
Southlands with approximately 6,000 visitors. Highlights of this family-oriented event include pony rides, a petting farm,
country market, food vendors, old-fashioned midway games and lots of equine demonstrations.

Throughout the winter months, we offer training clinics and schooling shows in many of the major equestrian sport
disciplines. Clinics bring national and international trainers to Southlands and offer the opportunity to be associated
with a prestigious equestrian. Throughout the winter there are serveral Playdays that are based on seasonal themes and
tend to attract our junior participants.
